 backpack 
 3 packages of white copy paper 
 1 package of white cardstock 
 1 package multi-colored cardstock (primary colors) 
 10 2-pocket folders with center clips, in the following colors… 
 1 red folder 
 1 green folder 
 1 purple folder 
 1 yellow folder 
 1 orange folder 
 2 blue folders 
 3 folders in a color of choice 

 2 folders (any type) to be “Home” and “Backpack” folders 
 1 composition book (black and white, marble-like cover)  
 1 sketch book (in a size of at least 8 ½  by 11) {please put child’s name on this} 
 2 glue sticks 
 1 bottles of glue 
 1 packages of colored pencils 
 3 packages of No. 2 pencils (no mechanical pencils please) 
 1 3x5 file box (first graders and new students  only) 
 2 packages of 3x5 file box cards 
 2 rolls of scotch tape 
 1 roll of duct tape 
 1 package of dry erase markers 
 1 chalk board or dry erase board eraser 
 1 pair of  child size scissors
