
Cornerstone Montessori Upper Elementary Supply List   2009-2010 
 

Dear Parents, 
 
Here is a list of what each child will need for the Upper Elementary classroom this year. Please do not 
put your child’s name on the supplies, unless it is noted below to do so. Some supplies are placed on a 
community shelf that children pull from as needed. Also, a new supply list may be sent home in 
January, depending on how our supplies look.       
   
 
These supplies will be community property 
 3 packages of white copy paper 
 1 package of white cardstock 
 1 package multi-colored (primary colors) cardstock 
 2 packages of 3x5 file box cards 
 2 rolls of scotch tape 
 1 roll of masking tape 
 1 package of permanent markers (sharpies or marks-a-lot) 
 1 package of dry erase markers 
 1 chalk board or dry erase board eraser 
 1 package of garbage bags 
 1 tub of Clorox (or other brand) cleaning wipes 
 1 box of tissues 
 1 roll of paper towels 
 1- 4 pack of toilet paper 
 

These supplies will be your child’s and each child’s name should be placed on these 
 7 black marbled composition books 
 2 black marbled graphing composition books 
 1-1 inch binder with clear front pocket (view binder) 
 1 folder (any type) to be “Home” folder 
 1 sketch book (in a size of at least 8 ½  by 11)  
 1 container of glue 
 1 large glue stick 
 1 pair of scissors 
 1 compass 
 1 semi-circle protractor (180 degree protractor) 
 1 circle protractor (360 degree protractor- this may be hard to find) 
 1 ruler (with both standard and metric measurements) 
 1 packages of colored pencils 
 1 package of No. 2 mechanical pencils (at least 5 pencils)  
 2 good rubber eraser 
 1 hand towel 
 1 water bottle {please put child’s name on this} 
 

This supply is for new students only 
 1 3x5 file box  

 



 
Some additional items, that are optional, but we need in our classroom include the following… 

 Swifter or other dusting cloths 

 Multipurpose cleaners 

 Crayola Washable Paint 

 Easel paper 

 Electric Pencil Sharpener 

 Yard Stick 

 Meter Stick 
 
Please reuse your child’s supplies from last year, rather than buy all new. So, if your child tells you 
that he/she still has scissors and colored pencils in his/her supply drawer at school, please just let 
him/her use what he/she already has. If you are unsure, I will be happy to go over to school and look to 
see what your child might still have (if you would like me to do so, please email me and let me know). 
 
In the Upper Elementary classroom this year, we will be cooking snacks this year (per a vote taken of 
the upper elementary students). Additional supplies will be required during your child’s snack week. 
Each child typically has two snack weeks per school year. When it is your child’s turn to provide snack 
for the week, you will also be asked to send in some or all of the following items… 

 1 box of small paper cups 
 1 package of small paper plates 
 1 100 count package of napkins 
 rolls of paper towels 
 toilet paper 
 1 box of tissues 
 1 box of garbage bags 
 cleaning supplies (wipes, bottled cleaners, etc.) 

 
If you have a hard time finding some of the supplies or you can not get them all before school starts, 
please just let me know. I will try to pick up a few extras of things if I know others have been unable to 
get them.
